LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND GRANT APPLICATION

PART II

GENERAL INFORMATION

THE FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS which describe the contents of a complete application package should be read carefully. Particular attention should be paid to all documentation required. Unless all necessary documentation is submitted, your application will not be evaluated. Your applications will be reviewed and rated using the Open Project Selection Process system. The reviewers will rely on the information presented in your application to determine your project’s rating. By providing complete, accurate, specific information in your application package on both the positive and negative aspects of your project, you will be helping to insure a fair and impartial evaluation of your application.
Projects are accepted on a prospective basis for acquisition of park land by purchase or by donation, development of new facilities, additions to existing facilities, rehabilitation of existing facilities, and/or a combination of these (a concurrent project). The projects are then prepared by the state in the federally required format, subjected to the Open Project Selection Process and Priority Rating System which gives them a numerical rating, reviewed and approved by Kansas Department of Wildlife & Parks and placed in line for obligation of federal money when the funds become available. Projects should be submitted no later than APRIL 1st of each year for the fiscal year in which funding is projected. The maximum dollar amount accepted in any one project is $400,000 ($200,000 federal funds). 

In an acquisition project, only the cost of the land up to its appraised value, the review appraiser’s fee, and the state administrative cost is reimbursable.  The project sponsor must be a bona fide political subdivision and must have tenure to the proposed site through ownership.

Documentation required for reimbursement of your billings will be tabulated and furnished to you after your project is funded. No reimbursement can be made for funds expended prior  to your having a formal agreement authorizing the grant.

SECTION I - ACQUISITION ONLY

Property may be purchased for future development, and 50% reimbursement recovered.

Property to be acquired by donation must be accompanied by a development plan and reimbursement will be made only as development is accomplished. Should development costs estimated above the appraised value of the donation be proposed, the money expended above the appraised value would be reimbursed at fifty percent.


Generally, an acquisition project requires the same preliminary documentation as a project for development only (development guidelines begin on next page) with the additions and/or exceptions indicated below:


1)
Submit estimated cost of acquisition. No price negotiation with the vendor is permitted prior to obligation of funds.



2)
If sponsor finds an option necessary to secure future acquisition of land, an option may be taken prior to obligation of funds and may subsequently be reimbursed. However, there can be no purchase price indicated; rather the option should read “at a purchase price to be determined by a formal appraisal,” and it should indicate that the option money will be a part of the purchase price.


3)
Submit two (2) plat or boundary maps showing the Point of Beginning, North Arrow and exterior boundaries, outlined in red of each parcel to be acquired. Indicate existing physical improvements, environmental intrusions and servitude.

SECTION II- DEVELOPMENT PROPOSAL

For development projects, complete the following in narrative form. Include each item even though a negative answer is appropriate.

Describe the site intended for development

Location in proximity to users.

2. Give acreage to nearest tenth, ethnic makeup of area and income level of resident.
3. Describe outstanding features of the site including tree cover, drainage, topography, etc., as well as any existing outdoor recreational facilities.

4. Describe the land uses of the immediate surrounding area (i.e. residential, commercial.)

5. Will project improve opportunities to minorities and low to moderate income citizens and special populations (handicapped, elderly, youth)?  What age groups will be served by the project?  Briefly enumerate the outdoor recreational opportunities to be provided by the completed project.  Address access to restrooms, if they are not being constructed in this or later phase.

6. Give explanation of why this project is needed, its eventual goal and how project will meet the need, particularly in regard to the area intended to be served.  Are there other existing outdoor recreational facilities within such designated service area?  Are they public or private, and adequate to meet needs?  What hours will the facility be open to the public?  (Schools will be required to post these hours on the completed facility.)  A map showing the site in relation to other existing recreational facilities within such a service area should support this.
7. Discuss whether this project will provide compatible facility use such as with schools, hospital, church, historic park site, etc., and/or any extraordinary social or community involvement. Will it improve recreational facilities for all ages?
8. Show accord with any local or regional comprehensive plan for recreation.
9. Detail public input into formulation of project. Cite recreation master plan, surveys, public meetings with detailed report of meeting such as number present, age span, minority and handicap participation and results of discussion. List other organizations and key individuals involved.
10. Include brief information regarding economic, cultural and social conditions of area.
11. Discuss relationship to any other project (local, state, federal). Discuss programming and maintenance of facility. Will it be under a bona fide recreation department or maintenance staff or by no particular department or person responsible for facilities, or will maintenance be done by the sponsor’s public works staff?
12. Explain any outstanding property rights (show how they will be dealt with and how sponsor will assure that environment will not be adversely affected).
13. State alternatives to proposed action, if any.



B.
Enhancement of environmental quality

1. Describe any environmental intrusions on or near property to be acquired/developed, particularly overhead electrical wires. OVERHEAD UTILITY LINES: All existing overhead utility lines in the proposed project area should be discussed in this section. Utility lines which will be in conflict with the intended recreation uses and program guidelines should be specifically identified and proposals offered for resolving any conflict. WHEN THERE ARE NO OVERHEAD UTILITY LINES LOCATED AT THE PROJECT SITE, STATE THIS FACT. ALSO, AFFIRMATIVELY ACKNOWLEDGE AN AWARENESS OF PROGRAM GUIDELINES PROHIBITING FUTURE 
OVERHEAD UTILITY LINES, AND STATE A WILLINGNESS TO COMPLY WITH THESE GUIDELINES IN PERPETUITY.


Cost of the burial, screening, relocation, and/or removal of overhead utility lines are eligible for grant assistance.

The following rules apply to utility lines located in areas proposed for fund assistance.

a) Take reasonable steps to bury, screen, or relocate overhead utility lines (under 15KV) within the fund-assisted area.
b) Place all new and future utility lines within the fund-assisted area underground.

c) Program funds cannot be utilized for projects, or portions of projects, which propose to locate mass recreation use areas or facilities (such as swimming pools, picnic areas, athletic fields or courts, playgrounds, etc.) underneath overhead utility lines.

d) The installation of overhead utility lines in any area which previously received fund assistance without prior approval by the KS Dept of Wildlife & Parks is prohibited even after project completion.  OVERHEAD UNTILITY LINES SHOULD BE ADDRESSED IN THIS SECTION AND SHOWN ON THE PROPOSED SITE PLAN.

2. Explain existence of and proposed remedial actions in regard to water pollution, water contamination, sewage effluents, solid waster, raw soil, garbage dumps, siltation, erosion, etc.
3. Explain how the natural beauty of the area is intended to be preserved, protected and/or enhanced

4. Environmental impact-Discuss each of the topics shown below giving as appropriate, the present condition and/or source, or influencing factors.  Discuss the beneficial and/or adverse aspects of both direct and indirect impacts of the topics.  Answer in complete sentence.  A “not applicable” is not an acceptable response.

Topics to consider include (but are not limited to):

· land use (quantity impacts, e.g., number of trees to be removed, cubic yd. debris to be removed, cubic yd. fill required, etc.)

· fish and wildlife

· vegetation

· geology and soils

· mineral resources

· air and water quality

· water resources/hydrology

· transportation access

· consumption of energy (how will energy be conserved)

· farm land

· manmade environmental features

· wetlands or flood hazard area

· drainage

· private enterprise facilities (recreational)

· potential user caused damage to: economic, cultural, aesthetic, social conditions, physical and/or biological environment

· offsite impacts such as increased traffic, noise levels, other

· indicate elements on which impacts are unknown or only partially understood
· discuss cumulative and further (future) related impacts of proposed action

5.   Does the site or the area in which it is located have any known historical or archaeological significance?  Is it on or near any site listed on the National Register of Historic Places?  If so, explain if and how it will have an effect.

NOTE:  We cannot accept a statement that “there will be no adverse environmental impact” as a complete answer to the topics listed in item #4 above.

C.   Control of project site (Item 1 for development projects only)

1.   The following will be provided:

a.   Copy of title or

b.   Copy of deed from vendor or donor.  (If property was purchased after January 2, 1972, furnish a letter of just compensation.  Sample of letter will be furnished on request), or

c.   If project is co-sponsored, furnish title to property and copy of agreement (with recordation data) between co-sponsors.

2.   Describe access to the site and give a statement that such access is granted to the public.

3.   Describe any outstanding rights held by others and how these will not affect the planned recreation use of the area.

D.   Agreement and arrangements with others
1.  Explain any agreements or arrangements, existing or contemplated, with other individuals or organizations for participating in this project, including later operation and maintenance.  Was planning or implementation a direct result of cooperation between sponsor and other public agency at local, state, or federal level?  Show degree of cooperation and/or joint financing.

2.   List other agencies or groups consulted during the formulation of this proposal in regard to plans for highways, roads, sewers, streets, zoning, water lines, drainage, etc., and the compatibility with this proposal for outdoor recreation purposes on a long term basis.

E. Financial and legal

1. Elaborate on source of applicant’s funds.  State when and how available.

2. Explain any other federal assistance program explored.

3. Give clear, concise statement in regard to how operation and maintenance will be affected, including assignment of personnel, equipment, supplies, etc., and also proposed budgeting of funds for operation/maintenance.

4. If professional services of an engineer, landscape architect, or architect are required. This service may be furnished by a professional already employed by applicant or to be employed under contract.  State who sill perform these service including 
construction plans and specifications, supervision of project and inspection to completion.

5. If water based facilities are proposed, the sponsor must provide documentation that they first applied for and were turned down for other grants.  In applying for LWCF, the sponsor must secure Corps of Engineers permit, or letter from Corps that permit is not required, if that is the case.
6. Will the project comply with the attached list of applicable federal statutes, regulatory policies, as required by the LWCF grants manual?  See list on page 6 of the Handbook.

II.    Maps and Charts

A. Attach 2 state and parish maps reflecting geographic location of site.  Attach 2 city (vicinity) maps which will clearly locate the project in relation to nearby streets, highways, schools, etc.  This map must be very clear and readable.  Provide a written description of directions on how to get to the project site starting from a major highway.

B. Attach a narrative describing each work item or element, give an estimate of the construction costs and how each element is to accomplished (contract or force account or a combination of both).  Discuss unusual or innovative features.  Attach 2 site development plans drawn to scale, clearly showing the exterior boundaries, naming adjacent streets or highways of the area to be developed.  Annotate any existing facilities, environmental intrusions and/or servitudes.  Show the proposed facilities and location for which fund assistance is requested.  Code the proposed facilities to the cost estimate summary.  For phased project code, in color, for each segment.   Be sure to include location of existing power lines or other utility lines within the site.

C. Attach 2 boundary maps designating area to be held in perpetuity under LWCF control, date and sign it, and show any existing easements.  Outline Boundaries clearly in RED and show Point of Beginning.  It is very important to show the exact boundaries of the area which is 
being committed.  A formal survey is preferred, but not required.  This can be accomplished in several ways.

a. Legal descriptions taken from deeds.
b. Metes and bounds.

c. Boundary map must include either a scale or the dimensions of the property, a north arrow and a date.  It must also be signed by the project sponsor.

D. 2 schematic floor plans of any roofed structure.

III.   Construction Plans and Specifications
Construction plans and specs are not required until a project is approved for funding.

Construction plans and specs must be rendered in a professional manner for all work included in funds obligated, and must be submitted and certified prior to construction after obligation of funds on the federal level.  Costs incurred prior to obligation of funds on the federal level are not eligible for matching assistance except for preliminary development plans.

IV. Additional documentation such as copies of advertisement for bids, bid summaries, contracts, leases, agreements, etc., will be required by the Kansas Department of Wildlife and Park, Parks Division after obligation of federal funds and upon signing the state agreement by the sponsor.
NOTE:  You will be contacted by this office as the project progresses, at which time we will clearly describe the steps to be followed and will request additional information as needed.
